GENERAL INFORMATION

NEPAL
Nepal is one of the richest countries in the world in terms of bio-diversity due to its unique geographical position and altitudinal variation. Within Nepal's 147,181 sq. km. area the elevation varies from 50 meters above mean sea level to the highest point on earth, the Mt. Everest at 8,848 m. This accompanied by climatic zones ranging from the sub-tropical to the artic and resulting variety of flora and fauna is what enchanted Nepal's beauty. On the other hand, the majestic snow-capped mountains are the source of mighty rivers that thunder their way down to the plains to delight rafters. Few destinations in the world can match Nepal in the variety of adventure tourism, be it mountaineering or, short and easy to challenging trekking, cultural tour that offers an incomparable scope of art and culture to see and study. Similarly, Pilgrams tour, Nature tours, white water rafting, Kayaking, Bungy Jumping, mountain flight, bird watching, hang gliding, hot air balloon or jungle safari and many more.

KATHMANDU VALLEY
Kathmandu, the Shangri-La city of Nepal, is a novelty destination for many. Surrounded by Himalayan snow peaks, situated at an altitude of 1,336m above sea level and covers an area of 218 sq. miles, Kathmandu is the cradle of Nepalese civilization and culture. It is a living museum of ancient temples, palaces, shrines, squares and courtyards. The rich tapestry of the cultural heritage of Nepal is synthesized in the Kathmandu Valley, the home of the ancient and sophisticated Newari Culture and living goddesses-Kumari.

POPULATION & LANGUAGE
The population of Nepal is over 23 million. The official language of Nepal is Nepali with more than 70 spoken languages. However, travel trade and most of the literate people understand and speak English as well.

SOME USEFUL TRAVEL INFORMATION

VISA INFORMATION
Visa is required to enter Nepal. Participants can obtain tourist entry visa from the Nepalese Embassy or Consulate or other mission offices located in their respective countries or nearby countries. However, gratis visa for 3 days are available upon arrival at Tribhuvan International Airport (TIA), Kathmandu, Nepal. The delegates staying for more than three days and upto sixty days shall have to pay US$ 30.00 to obtain visa upon arrival at Tribhuvan International Airport (TIA). Please be advised that the delegates from Afghanistan, Iraq and Palestine are required to obtain visa from the Nepalese Embassy or Consulate Office, located in their countries or nearby countries, before entering Nepal. UN and Diplomatic passport holders need not to pay visa fees. Two passport size photos are mandatory for visa on arrival. Children below 10 years are exempted from visa fee

CUSTOMS
Passengers arriving at TIA, Kathmandu without any dutiable goods can proceed through Green Channel without baggage check. For dutiable articles, they have to pass through red channel.

CURRENCY
The official currency is the Nepalese rupees. As of September 2006, the official exchange rate of Nepali currencies is approximately 75 Rupees to 1 US Dollar. Local currency is in bill denominations of NRS 1, 2, 5, 10, 20, 25, 50, 100, 500, 1000, with coin denominations of 1, 2, 5 and 10 Rupees. Foreign currencies must be exchanged only through the banks or authorized foreign exchange dealers.

American Express, Visa and Master Card are accepted at almost every tourist places.

BUSINESS HOURS
Usual business hours within Kathmandu Valley are 10am to 5pm in the summer and from 10am to 4pm in the winter with working days Sunday to Friday Banks are open from 10.00am to 2.30pm. Shopping centers generally open from 10am to 6-7pm.

WEATHER & CLOTHING
November is the beginning of the winter with an average maximum temperature of 28 degrees C and an average minimum temperature 10 degrees C. It is advisable to bring light jackets or pullovers for morning and night time.

TIME ZONE
Nepal Standard Time is GMT+0545 hours.

FESTIVAL
There are more than 50 major festivals in a year celebrated by Nepalese. Some have historical significance and others are seasonal celebrations. Nepalese greatest festival Dashain — a celebration of victory of Goddess Bhagabati over Devil Mahisashur and Tihar — a celebration of lights dedicated to Goddess Laxmi fall in the month of September/October and this year Dashain festival starts from 29th September.

TRANSPORTATION
Meter Taxi are available in almost every street of the city within the Kathmandu valley at reasonable rate. Tipping is generally not necessary. There is an extra 50% charge from 9pm to 6am. Buses, mini-buses, micro-buses and pollution free tempos operate between various points around the valley. They leave when they have enough passengers. Last buses are available till around 8 pm.
