I have great pleasure in forwarding to your Organization the European Coordination
Centre for Aviation Incident Reporting System (ECCAIRS) software package.

As you may kindly recall the issue of Accident / Incident Data (ADREDP) collection was
discussed at the ALLPIRG/S meeting. As a result, the Air Navigation Bureau, ICAO has forwarded the
ECCAIRS software package for distribution amongst the Contracting States in the Asia Pacific Region.

The ECCAIRS reporting system is a set of software tools, based on the ICAO ADREP
standards, which can be used to collect, exchange, integrate and analyze aviation related accident and
incident reports.

I may point out that reporting of information relating to incidents and accidents is an area
of general concern and has been adequately highlighted in the TUSOAP Reports. It goes without saying
that the ready availability of such data/information will also assist the air operators and service providers
in your State in establishing an effective safety management system through a process of safety
assessments and risk management. We need to encourage a positive ‘reporting culture’ to aid our
collective efforts to reduce accidents in the Asia Pacific Region. If successfully introduced, ECCAIRS
Reporting System would result in rich dividends for the Region. I would solicit your support to Jjointly
enhance the safety standards in the Asia Pacific Region.
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May I suggest that the concerned staff in your Organization be kindly directed to review
the ECCAIRS software package. Any comments or queries would be welcome.

1 may add that if there is sufficient interest generated at the Regional level, we could

- consider requesting AIG at the ICAO, Headquarters to deliver a training course at the Regional Office to

assist States with the installation and use of the system. I am sure you would agree that the travel

expenses for such an arrangement would need to be shared by the attending States. Further, if your State

does plan to implement the ECCAIRS software, I would request that your intention including the target
dates may kindly be advised to the Regional Office.

Reporting System.

The box you find in this package delivers you the result of many years of intensive
development (in the JRC and at the sites of our consultants) and co-operation (with the
ECCAIRS Steering Committee members and through various other international
contacts).

Though Release 4.2.6 is not the first, and will surely not be the last, version of ECCAIRS
we consider it to be a special release. It is the first time we release on a single CD-ROM
not only the ECCAIRS Reporting System but also eight closely related applications, some
of which are made available for the first time.
